PLEASE do not staple or tape  

the payment to the order form—

they are very easy to tear!! If 

you use envelopes as we ask, 

there shouldn’t be any need to 

use staples or tape. 

If you are returning the yellow 

medication form, you should 

return the medicine which you 

are giving permission for your 

child to take, WITH the form.  

There are too many different 

varieties for us to buy and keep 

up with recalls, etc.  The medi-

cine you send in is kept in the 

office with the form and la-

beled with your child’s name  

and will ONLY be used for 

them.
